






U.S. History Syllabus
I want to welcome you to 11th grade United States History. Our class is designed to be both an engaging and rigorous learning experience. Upon completion of this course you will have the analytical skills, factual knowledge, and the writing abilities necessary to deal effectively with the people, issues, movements, and events in America’s past. The teaching and study techniques have been chosen to make you directly involved in the study of American history. Participation in class is not suggested, it is required.
Course Content:

This class will cover all the content standards in the California framework for 11th grade history. These include the following:

11.1 Students analyze the significant events in the founding of the nation and its attempts to realize the philosophy of government described in the Declaration of Independence. 
11.2 Students analyze the relationship among the rise of industrialization, large-scale rural-to-urban migration, and massive immigration from Southern and Eastern Europe. 
11.3 Students analyze the role religion played in the founding of America, its lasting moral, social, and political impacts, and issues regarding religious liberty. 
11.4 Students trace the rise of the United States to its role as a world power in the twentieth century. 
11.5 Students analyze the major political, social, economic, technological, and cultural developments of the 1920s. 
11.6 Students analyze the different explanations for the Great Depression and how the New Deal fundamentally changed the role of the federal government. 
11.7 Students analyze America's participation in World War II. 
11.8 Students analyze the economic boom and social transformation of post-World War II America. 
11.9 Students analyze U.S. foreign policy since World War II. 
11.10 Students analyze the development of federal civil rights and voting rights. 
11.11 Students analyze the major social problems and domestic policy issues in contemporary American society.

	Bell Procedures:

	Attendance & Tardy Policy:
	Students who wish to succeed in this class must attend school everyday!  If a student is absent, s/he must CLEAR THEIR ABSENCE at the attendance office.  Only students with EXCUSED absences will be allowed to make up any classwork and/or homework.  Students who continually enter class tardy will owe time after class. More than 3 unexcused tardies in a grading period will result in an automatic “U” in cooperation.  

	Assignments & Absences:
	        It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to check with me and/or classmates for missed homework, quizzes, tests, or other assignments.  If you are absent when an assignment is due, it must be turned in THE DAY you return to class. If you are absent when an assignment is given, you will have ONE DAY to make up the work for each day of absence.  Check the website for assignment updates! http://mrjocz.weebly.com
         If a student is absent for a test or quiz, it must be taken THE DAY the student returns to school.   

	Late Work 
	Assignments will be given ONLY HALF CREDIT if turned in after it is collected. AFTER 2 DAYS the assignment is worth ZERO POINTS and may not be turned in. 

	Electronic Devices
	All electronic devices must be PUT AWAY during class time. If I see any of these items during the class period it will be confiscated and returned ONLY FOLLOWING A PARENT CONFERENCE. 

	Restroom Use:
	You are encouraged to use the restroom during breaks or between classes.  With MY PERMISSION, students may leave class with the hall pass to use the restroom 2 times during the semester. Students who do not use the two hall passes will be given extra credit at the end of the semester.

	Academic Integrity:
	A grade of zero will be earned for any assignment, test, or quiz which involves CHEATING. Cheating includes a) copying the work of another person, b) copying from a book/internet a section of more than three words and failing to use both quotation marks and a footnote. Any student violating the academic integrity policy is subject to receive a FAILING GRADE and will be required to RESUBMIT ALL OF THEIR PREVIOUS ASSIGNMENTS for an academic integrity audit. My goal is for you to LEARN THE MATERIAL! 

	Participation:
	All students are expected to PARTICIPATE FULLY in the class activities. The class is more exciting, goes by faster, and more people learn if we are all actively involved. No heads down, side conversations, etc. Points are assigned daily for participation!

	Teacher Availability:
	You are encouraged to meet with me for review and enrichment of course topics.  I am generally available in my classroom and will be flexible in making other arrangements as necessary. B15 is open for you during nutrition, lunch, and on days of after school tutoring.
